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The Navy Lodge at Moffett Field is off a small street just before you hit the main Moffett Field security gate. Rooms are $78/night. No taxes. Each room has two queen size beds, a private bath, and a kitchenette with a full size refrigerator and a stovetop. These rooms have recently gone through a full renovation are a very nice at a reasonable price. IMPORTANT: Due to NASA regulations, we do not have a room block here. They currently have around 40 rooms available for the week of the meeting, but they are first come first served. If a large group decides to make a group reservation for the week of the meeting, you will be out of luck, so make your reservations ASAP. Your credit card will not be charged if you cancel your reservation 48 hours in advance of your arrival.

The NASA Exchange Lodge has two buildings. Both of these buildings are aging, but they do provide a bed and minimal amenities for a cheap price. Building 19 is slightly newer and has a few more amenities than Building 583 (described below). Rooms are $65/night. No tax. Each room has a queen bed with a refrigerator and microwave. No breakfast is served, but breakfast can be purchased at the Mega Bites café on base (see map in Appendix A). There is also a coffeemaker in each room with coffee provided. Wireless internet is available but spotty. Only the most basic cable is available on the TVs. We have set up a room block of 30 rooms for the week of the meeting. This room block ends April 1. You may still be able to get a room here after April 1, but we only have guaranteed spots until that date.

DISCLAIMER: Building 583 is a budget option. The building is on the older side. The rooms have no A/C (typically not needed in Northern California in May), no phones, and an even spottier wireless connection than Building 19. No breakfast is served, but breakfast can be purchased at the Mega Bites café on base (see map in Appendix A). Now, here are the positives. Rooms are $55/night. No tax. Each room has a queen bed with a private bath, refrigerator, microwave, and coffee. The biggest positive is that Building 583 is directly across the street from the conference center. Keep in mind that this lodging option is only listed here due to its price and convenient location. We have set up a room block of 20 rooms for the week of the meeting. This room block ends April 1. You may still be able to get a room here after April 1, but we only have guaranteed spots until that date.
